You can check out several areas until you find the best fit for 
you.  You may begin observing before your application is fully processed, but please know, if 
you sign up to observe, we are count on you.  So please show up. 

Join a team. 
After your application has been processed, you will select a team.  At this time, you’ll be given 
instructions and guidelines specific to your team.
