““If you follow my decrees and are careful to

obey my commands, | will send you rain in its
season, and the ground will yield its crops and
the trees their fruit. Your threshing will continue
until grape harvest and the grape harvest will
continue until planting, and you will eat all the
food you want and live in safety in your land.



“I will grant peace in the land, and you will lie

down and no one will make you afraid. | will
remove wild beasts from the land, and the
sword will not pass through your country. You
will pursue your enemies, and they will fall by
the sword before you.



Five of you will chase a hundred, and a

hundred of you will chase ten thousand, and
your enemies will fall by the sword before
you. | will look on you with favor and make
you fruitful and increase your numbers, and
| will keep my covenant with you.



You will still be eating last year’s harvest when
you will have to move it out to make room for

the new. | will put my dwelling place among
you, and | will not abhor you. | will walk

among you and be your God, and you will be
my people.



| am the Lord your God, who brought you

out of Egypt so that you would no longer be
slaves to the Egyptians; | broke the bars of

your yoke and enabled you to walk with
heads held high.



“But if you will not listen to me and carry

out all these commands, and if you reject my
decrees and abhor my laws and fail to carry
out all my commands and so violate my
covenant, then | will do this to you:



| will bring on you sudden terror, wasting diseases
and fever that will destroy your sight and sap
your strength. You will plant seed in vain, because
your enemies will eat it. | will set my face against
you so that you will be defeated by your enemies;
those who hate you will rule over you, and you
will flee even when no one is pursuing you.”
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“Enter through the narrow gate. For wide is
the gate and broad is the road that leads to
destruction, and many enter through it. But
small is the gate and narrow the road that
leads to life, and only a few find it.”




The heart is deceitful above all things and
beyond cure. Who can understand it?



See, | set before you today life and prosperity,

death and destruction. For | command you
today to love the Lord your God, to walk in
obedience to him, and to keep his commands,
decrees and laws; then you will live and
increase, and the Lord your God will bless you
in the land you are entering to possess.



But if your heart turns away and you are not
obedient, and if you are drawn away to bow
down to other gods and worship them, | declare
to you this day that you will certainly be
destroyed. You will not live long in the land you
are crossing the Jordan to enter and possess.




This day | call the heavens and the earth as
witnesses against you that | have set before you

life and death, blessings and curses. Now choose

life, so that you and your children may live and

that you may love the Lord your God, listen to
his voice, and hold fast to him.
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“Now fear the Lord and serve him with all

faithfulness. Throw away the gods your
ancestors worshiped beyond the Euphrates

River and in Egypt, and serve the Lord.



But if serving the Lord seems undesirable to you,

then choose for yourselves this day whom you will
serve, whether the gods your ancestors served
beyond the Euphrates, or the gods of the Amorites,
in whose land you are living. But as for me and my
household, we will serve the Lord.”
