JESUS IS ALIVE.
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When you go into your child’s room, say, “Good morning! It’s time 
for you and your friend, [name of plush animal, blanket, or toy 
they sleep with] to wake up.” Hold the toy friend like it is talking 
to your child. Say, “Hey, [child’s name], who wants to be your 
friend forever? Jesus wants to be your friend forever!”
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As you drive, look out the window and take turns naming things 
that are alive. “That [tree, animal, flower, man, girl] is alive!” 
End with asking your child, “Who else is alive? It’s someone very 
special.” Say together, “Jesus is alive!”
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Cuddle with your child this month and pray, “Dear God, thank You 
that Jesus is alive and He wants to be our friend forever. Please 
help us remember that Jesus is always with us and He loves us no 
matter what. We love You, God. In Jesus’ name, amen.”
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While bathing your child, sing the following to the tune of “Pop 
Goes The Weasel”: “Jesus went away one day. His friends began 
to cry. Then on day three, Jesus came back! Jesus is alive!”
